Supervisors of the students
of doctoral study programme Landscape Architecture
The position and contents of the work of a supervisor is stipulated in the Study and Examination Order of the Mendel University of Agriculture and Forestry Brno (No. 19 045/2004-30 and No. 29 852/2005-30) as follows:

1. Study in doctoral study programmes is carried out under the guidance of the supervisor.
2. The supervisor can be the academic, scientific, notable research or development worker of the University, usually a professor or associate professor, who is active in the scientific discipline corresponding with the respective field of study, has a broad overviews and expert knowledge of the development of science and practice in the given discipline, as well as personal qualities required for expert guidance of students.

3. Appointed as supervisor can also be the employee of another legal entity, which deals with education, scientific, research, artistic, or other creative activity, and who meets the required criteria.
4. The supervisors are appointed by the Dean; this is done upon the statement of the Head of Department, upon the proposal of the Board of Disciplines, and after the approval by the Scientific Board. Parallel with the appointment of the supervisor, the Dean determines the Faculty Department under which the student is to be working, and which issues the final statement on the dissertation thesis.
The supervisor participates in the student’s tuition, especially by: 

a) setting up, in co-operation with the student, his or her individual plan of study;

b) proposing, in co-operation with the student, the topic of his or her thesis and provides consultation, especially on methodological problems, during his work on the thesis;

c) taking care, in co-operation with the head of the supervising department, of the student’s incorporation in the scientific and pedagogical activities of the department, as well as of his participation in scientific seminars and conferences;

d) checking the fulfilment of the student’s individual plan of study, and presenting regular annual reports to the Dean (through the Board of Disciplines) that shall contain proposals of measures aiming to the fulfilment of the study objectives;

e) addressing the student’s requests and applications relating to the study during its entire course, and presenting a statement on the dissertation thesis prior its presentation to the opponents.

5. The Dean may, upon serious reasons, revoke the authorization of the supervisor, and appoint another supervisor to the student. In relation to the topic of the dissertation thesis, the supervisor may suggest, through the Board of Disciplines, the appointment of a specialist supervisor to the dean.
